Lecture about Roma language (Predavanje o romskom jeziku)

The participants will have the possibility to get generally acquainted with the Roma language. The lecture tells about the development of the Roma language throughout history, and its modification and positioning towards other languages, particularly Serbian. The term bilingualism will be explained, and along with it problems that bilingual children meet - with some proposed strategies for overcoming this problem. We will explain the stereotypes caused by problems Roma children have with pronunciation in Serbian, and the misunderstandings that occur due to this fact.

Roma Girl/Woman (Romkinja)

This workshop speaks of the position woman has in Roma society. It includes the history (somewhat broad compared to the “Romani kris i marime” workshop), as well as present conditions. An interesting fact about this workshop is that the data offered in it has been collected directly from “oral sources” – girls between 15 and 18 attending REC’s activities. The participants in the workshop will be informed about the problems young Roma girls have, and with the difficulties that arise when there are attempts to resolve them.
