5. How does the project interact with Roma families and communities? How (if at all) do you interact with Roma families and communities? What are the purposes of these interactions? How successful are these interactions?


6. How do you and other school staff interact with the project? What are the purposes of these interactions? What are the results of these interactions?


7. Could you identify any other education projects targeting Roma children in this country?
