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Abstract: The presentation is dealing with different aspect of Parent and Community involvement presenting the result of Community Resource Mobilization.

Working with Roma Families the Community was identified as an important source of combating social exclusion through education.

It is a case study of practical initiative work with evidence of solution.

Theoretical background

As a part of our longitudinal research and other initiatives in the field of education we gradually identified of possible causes of disaffection and truancy of Roma students. 

Looking for solutions we started to analyze the complex setting of these problems and the issue of social exclusion became as a synonymous of the Roma education negative outcomes.

Generally the concept of social exclusion is used to describe many different things:

· Problems encountered in modern welfare states such as long term unemployment and modern “poverty”

· Exclusion from participation in all kinds of institutional, social, cultural and political  

Associations

· Lack of the resources that people commonly use to participate in society “deficient citizenship”

Such recourses are not only financial ones  (income, consumption) but also non-financial (health, welfare, social participation, housing, education, paid employment)

Dimensions of social exclusion: economy, culture.

· role of generally accepted opinions (e.g. level of minimum allowance)

· values and norms (work and benefits ethnics, view on solidarity)

· expectations of roles, e.g. male/female

· attitude toward ethnic minorities against the background of the multicultural society

· attitude towards vulnerable groups in general (social stigma leading to rights not being exercised)

· development of a culture of poverty in small, close groups and communities with a concentration of vulnerable groups, where poverty can be passed on from one generation to the next perception of poverty and inequality 

Avenues offering the most potential to solve these issues:

With regard to children and youth, education offers a good basis of solutions, because almost all youth can be found at schools

· and more importantly because a completed education more and more provides access to participation in paid jobs and hence to certain forms of social participation 

The main approaches:

First approach

· the disadvantaged have to be threatened ,with being left behind “compensating provisions”

Second approach

· is looking for starting points for solution in risk moments (risk and protective factor) and factors for school failure, to identify mechanism of integrated service delivery

Third approach

· is built onto the various strategies that exist to help dependent groups by way of interaction

· give them money

· give them rights

· give them political power 

· give them experts, professional social workers

· give them the resources to help them  and identify the existing resources and give a chance to reach their full potential

Finally as a part of our last program Desegregation of Roma Students – Intensive Preschool Prevention Program shows the engine of the change identifying Roma Families as an important resource in the process of combating social exclusion to reduction the segregation of Roma children in the field of education.

During the intensive preschool program we involved 40 family members as the volunteers. It was a heterogeneous group of community working together on s shared task and the provision of children development. The group as a whole based upon either the sum of individual improvement scores (as the “teachers”, “educators”) also the group’s overall task performance (children’s achievement in preschool education).

In that case we practiced the cooperative learning with special added value – as a self- improvement (learners – became the teachers).

The cooperative learning increased the cooperative behavior and the use of other prosocial behaviors.

In the community the interpersonal process and cooperation show:

· high interaction

· mutual liking

· effective communication

· high acceptance and support

· high use of natural resources

· high emotional involvement of all

· high coordination of effort

· high divergent thinking

· specific self-other comparison

· division of labour possible

The coordinator in the community had shared role as a teacher and facilitator. We participated and facilitated the everyday transfer of information and ongoing maintenance of Roma volunteers.

The effort to develop effective and reliable means for maximizing transfer and maintenance, although it is clearly in progress. A variety of useful techniques have been developed, evaluated and incorporated into every day practice.

The aim of the project via intensive preschool prevention program is to improve the social and cognitive skills of disadvantaged group of Roma children, and prepare them for access into education of Primary school.

· Prevention the misplacement of the most disadvantaged groups of Roma children to Special schools,

· Implementation of the Intensive Preschool Prevention Program for Roma children at risk,

· Full-day Intensive Care for Roma children from segregated Roma Communities,

· Establishment of Educational Centers for Roma children at risk. 
Importance of the Project:

The Intensive Preschool Prevention Program has become the important part of desegregation of the most disadvantaged group of Roma children.

Through the Intensive Preschool Prevention Program we will improve the children’s social and cognitive skills (respecting pre-writing, pre-reading and mathematical requirements), eliminating their individual deficit in of school-readiness, enable them to attend mainstream education, and thus avoid their being placed in Special schools.

Specific activities


On the basis of long-term practice and experience from preschool education of Roma children we assigned the following partial tasks:

1. To create and implement specific curriculum for development of pre-reading and pre-writing skills in Slovak language and required knowledge from math (based on school readiness tests).

2. To use child-centered approach based on Step by Step Methodology, that enable to accept and satisfy the individual needs and interests of each child.

3. To create positive learning climate and supportive environment that motivates them to reach their full potential.

4. To cooperate with Roma families, Roma teacher assistants and Family Coordinators.

5. To explore and create opportunity for community based education involving community members as volunteers. Community resource mobilization.

6. Establishment of effective institutional cooperation using of existing sources.
